Stanley Maxwell last performed at Black-Eyed Sally's in August 2007
after winning the "Best Jazz Band" category in the Hartford
AdvocateGrand Band Slam readers' poll. 

ABOUT "STANLEY MAXWELL":

Connecticut-based band "Stanley Maxwell" is among a diverse group of
independent musicians named as winners of the 7th Annual Independent
Music Awards. The only Connecticut band named as a winner this year,
"Stanley Maxwell" plays original music that blends (among many other
influences) jazz, funk and rock with tight arrangements and intricate
group improvisation. The band, named "Best Jazz Band" in the 2007
Hartford Advocate "Grand Band Slam" Readers' Poll, has recently
started to attract international attention, winning the Relix
Magazine November 2007 "JamOff" contest for unsigned artists and
being featured on the November Relix CD sampler, included with over
100,000 issues of the internationally distributed magazine. 

All Independent Music Award winners were selected by a panel of
celebrity and industry judges and will receive year-long marketing
support to enhance the campaigns for their current projects and
careers. Stanley Maxwell's "Mousetrap" was selected over four other
Jazz Song Finalists, including The Harlem Experiment's "Harlem River
Drive". 

Stanley Maxwell joins fellow winners in the album and song categories
such as Marco Benevento (Best Live Performance Album - "Live At
Tonic"), The Frequency (Best Jam Song - "Jim Gordon Part II"), and
Lionel Loueke (Best World/Traditional Song -"Kponnon Kpete") who will
have a song included on the Independent Music Award Winners CD
compilation "Now Hear This", which will be distributed to music fans
and industry movers and shakers at music conferences and festivals
such as SXSW, The Warped Tour, Popkomm, Folk Alliance, London Calling
and other events throughout 2008.

The Stanley Maxwell track which won "Best Jazz Song" in the
Independent Music Awards, entitled "Mousetrap", was recorded in
Bristol, CT by Dan Silvia of Hillgrove Recording (a company based in
West Roxbury, MA) and mastered by Anthony Lattarulo of the LattKave
Recording Studio in Yonkers, NY. The tune was inspired by jazz
pianist and composer Thelonious Monk. "The bar of 5/4 is the 'trap'",
explains composer Evan Green of Hamden. "I love the organicism and
economy of expression that comes across in a lot of (Monk's)
compositions. I tried to capture that sort of thing in this
eleven-bar blues, but with a different feeling."

"Mousetrap" appears on their debut album, "Don't Wake The Baby!",
which features Green on piano, keyboard, organ, Fender Rhodes,
melodica, and backing vocals; Eric DellaVecchia of Canton on alto
sax, flute and lead vocals; Mark Crino of Manchester on 5 string
electric and 4 string fretless bass and backing vocals; and Andy
Chatfield of Glastonbury on drumset, marimba, and percussion.
